Pass Up the Experience?

How would you describe our services?
Have you been to Shabbat morning

b | services over the past few months? If
not, then you are missing a great ex-
perience. Shabbat services at Beth El are inspiring, engag-
ing and uplifting.

That is what we are striving to create here at Beth EIl. Often
we are blessed to experience these feelings when we are
all singing together and when we are all learning together.

Over the past two years, our community has been engaged
in a reflective and creative process of re-imagining our
Shabbat prayer experience. We have been talking about
how the prayers and teachings are presented, taught and
experienced.

| guide the congregation in text study and translating Jew-
ish tradition for our own lives. Sometimes | will intersperse
commentary and questions for discussion throughout the
Torah reading so that we can focus more clearly on making
meaning of the Torah reading as we follow along. At other
times | will invite congregants to share their personal ap-
proaches and interpretations of the Torah reading or their
experiences as a Jew in America from the pulpit.

We are creating an experience of Shabbat in which the
music of the service and the learning experiences aim to
make the traditional texts come alive, engage our hearts
and minds, challenge us with new settings, new interpreta-
tions, and challenge us to incorporate lessons of Torah into
our daily lives.

But, that will never be enough without your participation.

We are here to lead you in prayer and join with you in cele-

The cantor and | have been meeting with mem-
bers of the congregation who have been acting
as a sounding board for the congregation, of-
fering feedback and relating their experiences
in the pews. We have been listening to you.
We have been listening to your expressions of
spiritual need and hunger, your desire to par-
ticipate and your desire to learn more.

We have also been listening to a great amount

of Jewish music from other congregations and

Jewish artists. Over the past six months, we

have been introducing new settings for the morning ser-
vice. Services start at 9:30 am (not 9:15am) and the begin-
ning section of the service has been shortened. We are
seeking to keep the meditative feel of the preparatory ser-
vice (Pesukei db6éZzZi mra) as
singing. In the Shaharit service we have been adding
some niggunim (wordless melodies) and new settings of
prayers leading into the Amidah and the words of the
Kedushah.

Over the next two months we will be focusing the most at-
tention on the Torah service and the Musaf service. The
cantor introduced a new melody for the verses that we sing
as we take the Torah from the ark and move through the
congregation. It is our hope that the singing and music dur-
ing the Torah processions removing and returning the To-
rah will keep the energy in the service high and help us all
to stay connected and focused on the joy of Torah and
Shabbat. Please join in with the cantor and me and sing the
melody with words or just as a wordless niggun.

We have also been varying the ways we learn together as
a congregation. The cantor has taught new melodies and
will continue to teach about the meanings of the prayers as
well. | have been moving between a number of different
ways to experience Torah. Sometimes we have formal ser-
mon presentations.
